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Games
1) Rap time

Divide the children into three groups and give them a (pre-printed) list of the
clothing of the Cohanim (page 1 in bold) and the Cohen Gadol (page 2
underlined). Ask them to make up a simple poem, song or rap about the
clothing.

Resources: a pre-printed list of the clothing of the Cohen and the Cohen
Gadol found on page 1.
